-T-
Ticking: Darker tips of hair on the ends of the coat hairs. 
TICA: The International Cat Association. 
Tom Cat: Unaltered male cat. . 
Tortie: Also called tortoiseshell. Usually a female. The coat colors are cream, red and 
blank intermingled together.
Tufted: Hair on the tips of the ears and or between the cat's toes.

-U-
Undercoat: Soft and downy hairs next to the skin.

-V-
Variety: A cat that has registered parents but is not eligible for championship status 
because it does not conform to the breed standard.

-W-
Weaning: Kittens learn to eat food, not depending on the milk of their mother
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
